For the final unit of study this year you’ll be putting together a Poetry Portfolio, which is a collection of mentor poems, original poems and reflections on other poets’ poems.  Your Portfolio will be housed in a three-ring binder with tabs that say “mentor texts,” “originals,” and “reflections.”  
Here are the guidelines for the Portfolio:
A MENTOR POEMS – 4 Poems + 1 Craft Table
· You must have FOUR mentor poems in this folder.
· Type, hand-copy or photocopy of each poem.

· Fill out a “Poetry Craft Table” Worksheet in order to demonstrate your understanding of the poetic devices the poets used when they crafted their poems.

· It should be clear, upon viewing the mentor poems and your craft table, how you used these poems as mentors.

B ORIGINAL POETRY – 8 Poems 
MANDATORY POEMS:
1. Acrostic Poem

2. Wondering Poem
3. Bubble Poem
4. List Poem

IDEAS FOR THE OTHER FOUR POEMS IN YOUR FOLDER:

Poems you wrote, such as: 
· Providence Poetry Walk Poems
· Poems You Write on Upcoming Field Trips
· Any Poems From Our Poetry Center (e.g., diamante, ode)
· Concrete Poem

· I Am Poem
· Where I’m From Poem

· Any other original poetry you crafted in your writer’s notebook

C RESPONSES TO POETRY– 4 Items
· This folder should contain your responses to published poems you’ve read (on your own or as part of Poetry Friday).  The four items contained in this folder can be all the same type of response or may be a combination of the following:

· Knowing My Taste in Poetry Worksheet

· Poetry Reader’s Letter(s) ( must follow the guidelines!

· Responding to Poetry Worksheet(s) ( attach a copy of the published poem.

Suggestions:

You should use a peer editor (e.g., your writing partner for this unit of study) as you revise your poems.  

The Poetry Publishing Party will be held during the final week of the school year.  As always, your family members are invited to join us as we celebrate the culmination of our poetry unit of study.

Pace yourself!  Don’t save all of this work for the last minute.  If you have completed all of your homework to-date, and continue to complete and hand-in assignments on-time, then you will be totally prepared for the Poetry Publishing Party.
