The Slice of Life Story Challenge

WHEN:
Thursday, March 1st – Saturday, March 31st, 2012
WHERE:
On the pages of your writer’s notebook or on your personal blog
WHY:

To preserve little slices of your life in written form because:

· There’s no one else in this world like you.

· No one has the same experiences as you.

· Your life is precious!  Therefore, the little things that happen to you need to be written down.
HOW:


1. Write at least one slice of your life as an entry in your writer’s notebook every day during the month of March.  

2. Show your teacher the previous night’s entry before Morning Meeting so you can get credit on the Slice of Life Challenge Board for writing a story.

a. On Monday mornings, your teacher will look at your Friday, Saturday, and Sunday Slice of Life Stories.

b. On Tuesday mornings, your teacher will look at your Monday Slice of Life Story.

c. On Wednesday mornings, your teacher will look at your Tuesday Slice of Life Story.

d. On Thursday mornings, your teacher will look at your Wednesday Slice of Life Story.
e. On Friday mornings, your teacher will look at your Thursday Slice of Life Story.

NOTES:

· Every Slice of Life Story must be written about a slice, or a piece, of your day.  Please see the sample packet for inspiration.
· Students who write 25 or more days’ worth of Slice of Life Stories in March will receive special recognition.   Students with 31 Slice of Life Stories will be entered into a random drawing for a writing reward on Wednesday, April 1st.  
· A slice of life story is a category for a story that portrays a "cut-out" sequence of events in a character's life. It may or may not contain any real plot, and often has no exposition, action, conflict, or denouement, with an open ending. It usually tries to depict the every-day life of ordinary people. The term slice of life is actually a (more or less) dead metaphor: it often seems as if the author had taken a knife and cut out a slice of the lives of some characters, without concern for narrative form.
